The 1st annual “C4ISR, Robot Platforms & Sensors: Ensuring 
Secure Information from Sensor to Responder” Conference and 
Exhibition was held September 24-25 in San Diego’s Liberty Station. 
The event featured more than 30 speakers and panelists, high-level 
representatives of industry, military and government.

Local Industry, Military, Academic Leaders Collaborate –  Summit on CyberSecurity and IA 

 
In an increasingly complex yet resource-constrained security environment, leaders in academia, 

government, industry, and military in San Diego are collaborating on a one-day “CyberSecurity 
Collaboration Summit” on Thursday, Nov. 20, 2008 focused on gaining consensus on how to manage 
Information Assurance.  The Security Network, which began focusing on CyberSecurity/IA early in 2008, 
is supporting this conference along with the San Diego chapter of Information Systems Security 
Association (ISSA) and local AFCEA and NDIA chapters.  

According to Mike Davis, IA Technical Authority for the Navy and one of the lead organizers: 
“The reason we must collaborate is that to be maximally effective in this complex and resource constrained 
security environment, we all must have a common end-state IT/IA/security focus and gain consensus when 
it comes to answering the question, ‘What really matters in IA?’  He continued: “If we fail to reach a 
consensus, we will continue to do things just different enough to make integration, interoperability, and 
Information Assurance almost impossible to manage.”  As the world moves toward service-oriented 
architecture (SOA), minimizing differences in IA methods becomes ever more critical.  This is as true for 
the private and non-military government sectors as for the military.  Affordability is another key issue, 
particularly outside of the military.
